 Principal’s Report:
a. Welcomed parents to HMS. Introduced Vice-Principal Mr Vos and new Vice-Principal Lani Vetter to parents.

b. HMS is currently at 718 students; classes are at full capacity and are in full rotation of classes.
c. HMS events: Cops 4 Cancer- September 14th, Terry Fox Run- September 27th, and Orange Shirt Day- September 28th.
d. HMS has the 2 new water fountains installed and are popular with students and staff.  HMS is hoping for 2 more.

e. Mr. Gabriele encourages parents of new students to HMS to contact the school of any questions they may have.

f. A ‘Meet the Teacher’ night will not be scheduled, unless there are requests from parents. 

g. Football, volleyball up and running.

h. HMS and the SD are working hard to fill the teacher positions- specifically for French and Math. One vacancy has been filled and others are needed. 

i. Mr. Gabriele addressed the concerns about the new rule passed by BC School Sports not allowing grades 7-9’s to play up. Angus Wilson is involved and is seeking some answers. More information may be available at the up-coming DPAC meeting on September 17th.
j. Mr. Gabriele requests approval from the PAC to install cameras though the school, specifically in the bus loops, school entrances and in metal shop hallway.
